The First Aid Package

to Israel. AIPAC’s lobbying efforts

As Arab arms purchases soared,
AIPAC worked with Congress to
make the first sale of U.S. fighter jets

Emergency Airlift to Israel.

In the midst of the Yom Kippur
War, AIPAC's efforts helped secure
support for aid to Israel from 269
representatives and 70 senators,
even as threats loomed of an Arab
oil embargo against the Jewish

state’s allies.
